Please note that the SAS/SPSS data definition files for

these 3 studies have variables renumbered, although these
Study codebooks do not. Variables have been renumbered in
the data definition files to the following format:

2-digit (or 2-char) prefix + 4 digits + [optional] 1-char suffix

In most cases, the prefix consists of a 2-digit
representation of the year to which the variable applies.
For the 1980 Integrated file, the prefix used is "IN"

so that the first variable is "VINO0O1."

Also, multiple response variables which were previously numbered
with suffixes "M1", "M2" etc. are now numbered with suffixes "A",
"B", "C" etc., so that (for example) 1948 study variable V14M1

has become V480014A.

General note about codebooks: the variable name references

used in NES Study codebooks do not include the "V" prefix found
in all variable names used within the SAS and SPSS data definition
files (.sas and .sps files) as released with Study data.

| NTRODUCTI ON

The NES/ CPS American National Election Study, 1980 was conducted by the
Center for Political Studies of the Institute for Social Research, the
University of Mchigan, under the overall direction of Warren E. Mller
Maria El ena Sanchez was the director of studies in 1980. This is the six-
teenth in a series of studies of Anerican national elections produced by
the Political Behavior Program of the Survey Research Center and the Center
for Political Studies, and the second study to be conducted under the
auspices of a National Science Foundation grant (No. SOC77-08885) which
provides |ong-termsupport for the national election studies.

The 1980 Election Study is an anbitious project consisting of eight
integrated survey data collections which occurred at strategically-chosen
periods in the course of the 1980 cal endar year. Additionally, a linited
amount of contextual data was gathered, including validation of electoral
participation and registration status for all survey participants in 1980.
Section Il of this document, entitled "Design of the NES/CPS Anerican Nationa
Election Study, 1980," provides details about the overall study design.

The formul ation of the design started Summer, 1978, with a workshop that
brought together the CPS project staff, menbers of thf NES Board of Overseers
and a group of scholars representing broad interests. A stinulus mermorandum
on 1980 design options was nailed to the scholarly community in the aftermath
of the workshop to elicit further ideas on design and content. In the nonths
that followed, the study design was further specified and revised to achieve
its present form

As part of research and devel opnent efforts sponsored by the NES Board
several conferences and workshops were held in 1977-1979 to explore innovation
in content and neasurenment for the 1980 study. Four areas were targeted for
special attention: partisanship and party-related matters; the neasurenent
of voter attitudes and salience concerning issues of public policy; new con-
tent concerning public perceptions of and responses to political |eadership
and the exploration of social networks in the crystallization of the vote
choi ce. Substantive considerations fromthe various conferences and workshops,
as well as suggestions made by scholars who submitted nenoranda in connection
with these neetings, culminated in the planning and execution of a nationa

pilot study in Spring, 1979, to test alternative instrumentation options. 3
Results fromthe Pilot Study have informed substantive decisions and in-
novations in the 1980 study contents. The final recomendations nade by the
participants in the Pilot Study appear in reports based on the anal yses of
those data. These reports are listed in Appendix K

The NES Board established a 1980 Presidential Elections Conmittee
consi sting of three Board menbers (Merrill Shanks, Chairnman; John Jackson
David Sears) and three scholars who participated in the R&D work (Richard A
Brody, Jack Dennis, Donald R Kinder). This conmttee along with the CPS
project staff was responsible for the planning of the year-long study and
the specifications of the 1980 instrumentation in collaboration with the
Boar d.

The Board was responsible for the definition of core questionnaire itens
to support the national elections tine series. Prior to the final selection
of items, a menorandumwas sent to the approximately 700 persons on the NES
mai ling list in order to informthe user comunity about the priority which
the Board had assigned to each of the core questions reviewed for inclusion
in the Fall presidential election study. The nenorandum urged constituents
to review the Board decisions and provide feedback if necessary. Researchers
interested in the continuation of items designated as |ow priority had, there-
fore, the opportunity to contact the Board and justify their need for inclusion

The NES Board was al so responsible for reviewing the instrunmentation
proposed by the Standing Committee on Congressional Elections Research (SCCER)
The Board had nmandated this body with the definition of core itens for a
begi nning congressional elections tine series. Following recomendations
from SCCER, the Board approved the repetition in the traditional post-election
survey of a substantial nunber of itenms that had been used for the first tine
in the NESCPS Anerican National Election Study, 1978.

1. DESIGN OF THE NES/ CPS AMERI CAN NATI ONAL ELECTI ON STUDY, 1980

Evol ution of the NES/CPS American National Election Study, 1980 design
resulted in the specification of eight discrete data collections. Interviews
were taken with sanples of citizens of voting age as of November 4, 1980,
living within the coternminous United States. As in 1978, congressional dis-
tricts constitute the primary sanpling areas and the Washington, D.C. area
is not represented in the national sanple. The elenents of the 1980 data
col lection are depicted in schematic formin Figure 1.

Four of the data collections involve a year-long panel. The panel began
in late January as a national cross-section of 1008 cases (approximately nine
per congressional district in our national sanple of 108 CDs). The timng of

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this cross-section was bounded on the early side by the need for a two-week
period for interviewer training in early January and on the late side by the
occurrence of the New Hampshire prinmary on February 26. Respondents from
this first data collection (hereafter designated as P-1) were reinterviewed

in June imediately after the last set of prinmary elections which were held
on June 3. 843 respondents were interviewed in this element of the design
(hereafter designated P-2). The third panel interview, P-3, was taken during
the nmonth of Septenber, when 769 respondents were reinterviewed. The fourth
and final panel interview was taken imediately after the election. This

el ement, P-4, consists of 764 cases, including reinterviews taken with

panel respondents who did not participate at P-3 tine. In P-4 respondents were
admni stered a fifteen-ninute tel ephone interview covering nmainly their vote
preferences and participation in the el ection canpaign. (This interview was
conducted in person for panel respondents who had no tel ephone.) Every effort
was made to ensure a high response rate by following all panel nenbers who
changed residence in the course of the study period

A fifth component of the design consists of an independent cross-section
sampl e of 965 cases (hereafter designated C-1) who were interviewed in the
m dst of the primary season during the three-week "w ndow' following the early
April primaries. They were reinterviewed following the election with a tele-
phone interview essentially the sane as that administered to P-4 respondents.
818 cases nmke up this reinterview (C-4), the sixth conponent of the study.
(The reinterview was conducted in person for approximtely 7% of the C
respondents who either had no phone, had refused the nunber, or had to be
tracked down in person.)

The seventh and eighth conponents are the traditional pre-post tine
series conponents. The pre-election interview (C-3) was taken with 1614
cases (approximately 15 per congressional district). The eighth conponent
(C3po) consists of post-election reinterviews with the pre-election sanple.
1408 cases were successfully reinterviewed, giving an 87 percent reinterview
rate.

The last data collection took place January-February, 1981, when the
Vote Validation Study was conducted. Interviewers went to electoral offices
throughout the nation to establish whether the respondents were registered
to vote in 1980 and, if registered, whether they had visited the polls to
vote on Election Day. 1980 election results were also collected at the tine
for the precincts represented in the sanple, as well as sanple ballots for
the districts and a copy of electoral eligibility rules

A previously announced cross-section survey (C-2) was cancell ed. It had
been schedul ed for administration in July-August between the national conven-
tions.

The design, therefore, includes interviews with 3587 different re-
spondents. For those variables that do not change in any significant way
during the course of the year, this will make it possible to pyranid in-

di vidual sanples for an average of 33 cases per congressional district.
Gven the reinterviews of the panel and cross-section conponents, the design
calls for a total of some 8,200 interviews in the course of the year
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The design departs from past election studies in that we did not
suppl ement panel interviews (P-2, P-3, P-4, C3po, and CG4) through up-
dating a sanpl e of househol ds by repl aci ng novi ng panel menbers (who
changed residence) with new respondents fromthese vacated dwelling units.
In past panel studies (1956-58-60 and 1972-74-76) we did treat the sanple
in each year as a sanple of residents of a sanple of dwelling units. In
1980 we changed slightly the conceptual definition of the universe being
studied. It consists sinply of all persons residing in the contiguous 48
states who were able to qualify as electors as of Novenber 4, 1980. This
includes all persons who expected to be citizens of voting age by that date.
Wth this definitionthe universe could change in the course of the year
only through death, or, in a handful of cases, loss of eligibility by virtue
of crimnal conviction or institutionalization. The question of whether or
not a person changed residence during the year was not considered rel evant
to their inclusion in the universe to be sanpled. From this perspective
sel ecting any new respondents fromdwelling units vacated by panel nenbers
who noved becane inappropriate. Al of those ultimately eligible for the
1980 study had a known probability of inclusion in the study at the tine the
sampl es were drawn; new respondents coul d have been added to the study to
repl ace panel novers only if they had been given a second chance of selection
sol el y because they had noved into a sanple dwelling unit. W avoided this.
This redefinition of the universe is conceptually sound and administratively
useful because it sinplified field operations

The sanple selections for the year-long panel study were initially
divided into first-half and second-half sanples. This sanple differentiation
was ignored when P-1 and P-2 went into the field in favor of maxim zing the
efficiency of those data collections. However, the third panel interviews
(P-3) were admnistered as two random halves; the first half was interviewed
in early Septenber, the second in |ate Septenber

The third independent cross-section, C-3 (the pre-election tine series
element) was split into four national segnments. A first national segnent
was interviewed in early September, at the sane time as the first half of
P-3. A second segnment was interviewed in |ate Septenber, at the same tinme
as the second half of P-3. A third national segnent was interviewed during
the first half of October, with the fourth and last element of C-3 inter-
viewed in late Qctober. The administration of the C-3 sanmple in the form
of four successive national subsets allowed for continuous nonitoring of
el ectorate feelings throughout the Fall canpaign period.

The segmentation of the C-3 sanple also pernits the conplete overlap
of P-3 with the new cross-sections in Septenber, permtting an assessment
of contam nation introduced into the panel as a result of prior interviews.
Al so, assuming mininmal bias as a result of panel nortality, it permts the
pyramiding of P-3 and the first two conponents of G3 to form a |arger
Sept enber sanple. The Cctober cross-section consists of a national sanple
with approximately 950 cases resulting fromthe |ast two subsets of the C3
sanpl e.

Summari zed information about the field admnistration for each of the
1980 study sanples (sanple size, response rate, etc.) is presented in Table 1

111, SAWPLI NG | NFORMATI ON

Data for the 1980 national election study were obtained by interview ng
in person, and over the telephone, persons living in households in coterm nous
United States, exclusive of households on nilitary reservations and those in
the District of Colunbia. The eligible population consisted of United States
citizens who woul d be 18 years of age or ol der by Election Day, 1980.

The present study enploys a sanpling frane of congressional districts
previously used to obtain the sample for the NES/ CPS Anerican Nationa
El ection Study, 1978. These 108 congressional districts conprise the
primary sanpling areas. They were selected in the first stage of the
nmulti-stage area probability sanple devel oped in 1978. At that tine, the
uni verse of 432 eligible congressional districts was divided into 108 strata,
each containing four congressional districts of roughly conparable charac-
teristics that included, insofar as possible, honbgeneity with respect to
geographic region, state, urbanization, and recent voting behavior. From
each of the 108 strata, one district was then selected with probability of
selection in proportion to the 1975 estinmated population to yield the 108
congressional districts in the sanpling frame.

In the next stages of selection, sanple areas were obtained within each
of the sanple districts. Wen the congressional district was part of a major
city, a sanple of blocks was distributed throughout the district. 1In the
case of districts that conprised several counties, generally one or two
counties were selected and, within the sanmple counties, about 10 or 12 city
or town bl ocks and segments of rural areas were drawn. A selection of housing
units for the current study was made from updated lists of housing units
within such sanpl e bl ocks and segnents.

At the overall rate of 1:11,200 a sanple of approximately 7,500 housing
units was drawn for use throughout the year-long nmonitoring cycle. These
are the dwellings where interviewers called at designated times in 1980 to
attenpt interviews with one objectively selected eligible person. The
selections were thinly spread, averaging only one or tw froma sanple
block. In households with eligible persons, an interview was conpl eted
with the househol d menber designated as the respondent through an objective
sel ection procedure allowing for no substitutions.

Three-fourteenths of the sanple selections were assigned to the January-
February (P-1) interviewing period, another 3/14 to the April (C1) study
and 5/14 to the traditional Fall (C-3) pre-election survey. The balance of
the sanple selections (3/14), originally intended for the |ater canceled
July (CG2) study and as a potential sanple supplenment in the Fall, were never
used.

Speci al Information About the P-3 and the G3 (Pre-Election) Sanples

The C-3 sanple selections were scientifically divided into four nationa
subsets to be adninistered during Septenber and Cctober in consecutive inter-
vi ewi ng periods spanning two weeks each. The P-3 sanple selections were
| i kewi se subdivided into two national halves to be interviewed during Septenber
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The first two administration periods in C3 overlapped with the adm nistration
dates of the first and second halves of P-3, respectively.

Mbst of the personal interviews were successfully conpleted within the
targeted time frame. Late interviews for any given admnistration period
in P-3 and CG3 were generally conpleted in the week inmmediately foll ow ng
the targeted period, the so-called "grace period." Some interviews, however,
were conpleted later than this for a variety of reasons involving, anong ot her
things, the respondent's unavailability at the appropriate time. See ltem
1023 (V2070-V2071) for a detailed breakdown.

Late Interviews for the two primary areas (congressional districts TX03and
CA29) represent unusual and unfortunate circunstances. Mdway during the G 3po
post-election survey, the Field Ofice verified that all G 3 pre-election inter-
views in these two areas, and P-3 interviews in TX03, had been fabricated by
the area interviewer. To recover sone of the mssed pre-election information,

i ncluding denographic data, a shortened pre-election interview was conducted
with the legitimte respondents at the time they were contacted for the post-
election administration.

The nunber of G 3 sanple selections in TX03 was much larger than in
CA29; field work in the Texas district could not have been successfully com
pleted unless the interviewing load were reduced. Accordingly, a random
hal f-sanpl e was drawn fromthe original TX03 sanple selections for C3, and
only these respondents were contacted at post-election time. Weighting to
conpensate for this subsanpling done in TX03 was handl ed by duplicating the
data records of the respondents in the targeted half-sanmple. This procedure
made it unnecessary to resort to a weight variable for correction purposes.

THE PURPOSE OF THE | NTEGRATED DATASET. Nine distinct studies--eight

surveys and the Vote Validation Study--were conducted between January,
1980 and February, 1981 as part of the 1980 Election Study. Three inde-
pendent national sanples were used in the course of the eight surveys

The first national sanple was designated a year-|ong panel study.
The first interview with this sanple of respondents took place January-
February, 1980 (P-1 study), followed thereafter with reinterviews in June
(P-2 study), Septenber (P-3 study), and Novenber (P-4 study).

The second national sanple was first interviewed in April (G| study)
and reinterviewed once thereafter in Novenber (C-4 study).

The third national sanple consists of respondents interviewed for the
first time during Septenber-Cctober (C-3 study) and reinterviewed once
thereafter during Novenber-Decenber (C-3po study). This is the traditional
pre- and post-presidential election study.

The cycle of data collections in 1980 generated a | arge vol une of data,
rai sing the question of how best to organize the data files to sinplify the
anal ytic phase. Five analytic goals had directed the planning and design
of the 1980 study. These goals, briefly defined bel ow, were guiding
principles in the ultimate structure chosen for the Integrated File. A
deliberate attenpt was made to construct the Integrated File in such a
manner that the analytic goals for the project could be optinmally realized.

The analytic goals were as follows:

1 - panel analyses involving primarily the sanple of respondents who
are part of the year-1ong panel (P-1/P-2/P-3/P-4)

2 - anal yses of variable aggregate change over tine in which the
changes in a variable over tine are nonitored by conparing
results across the three different national sanples inter-
viewed at different tines in the course of the election year

3- assessnent of panel contanination resulting fromthe conparison
of answers given by previously-interviewed panel respondents
(P-3) to answers froma new and uncontam nated sanple of re-
spondents (G 3, first half) who were admnistered identica
guestions over the sane tine period spanned by the panel ad-

m ni stration

4 - pooling of respondents across national sanples to increase the
sanmpl e size by conbining two or nore independent sanples for
anal yses of specific itens (e.g., analyzing the politica
participation of black respondents in the three sanples, treating
these black respondents as one group)
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5 - assessnent of tel ephone interview vs. personal interview nethod
effects by conparing the results obtained for identical questions
adm ni stered at a conparable tinme period, but using different
interview ng techniques across sanples. P-4 and C4 respondents
received a post-election tel ephone reinterview, whereas C 3po
respondents answered the same questions in the course of their
post-el ection personal interview.

Al of these objectives have been optinized in the design and con-
struction of the Integrated File. The follow ng pages discuss how to use
the file and interpret the documentation properly. It is necessary to
read the description carefully.

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By reading the sanme box information anchoring this tine on the
colums instead of the rows, you will learn what type of information
is stored in each of the variables associated with ITEM 1.  Specifically
the information entered in each of the colums headed by a variable
nunber defines the sanple(s) (national sanple, 1, 2 and/or 3) to which
the question was adm nistered AND the wave or adm nistration period
(P-T, CGI, etc.) for the data stored under the particular variable
nunber in the data file.

In the exanmpl e above, Interest in Canpaigns (I TEM 1) was a question
asked repeatedly of the various national sanples throughout the 1980 study.
Variable 1 stores data for the time when ITEM 1 was first administered to
each of the national sanples, P-1 Gl C3. Note that the time of first
adnministration is different for each of the sanples. P-1 respondents
were interviewed before the primaries had begun, C | respondents were
interviewed mdway during the primary season, and C-3 respondents were
interviewed during the Fall canpaign period. Variable 1 may thus be
conceptual i zed as monitoring aggregate change for ITEM 1 over tinme, as
the individual sanples are retrieved for analyses and sanple statistics
are obtained for each of them  This type of analyses by strata is easily
acconmodat ed by nost software packages.

. Variable 2 stores the data obtained from panel respondents at p-2

time; this variable record location in the data file is padded with

'mssing data' values for the two other national sanples, a condition
signal ed by the presence of blanks in the columm designating Variable 2
inthe box. The actual value used for padding the data field is identified
inthe list of codes by the appearance of the symbol '@ by that code val ue
code 9 in the exanple above. This flagged code al so references the val ue
used to pad the record of respondents who did not participate in reinterview
surveys for any of the sanples; for exanple, CI| respondents who refused to
participate at C4 time are coded 9 in V4.

Variable 3 stores information for two of the national sanples: the
P-3 or third measurement of ITEM 1 for the year-long panel sanple, and the
measurenment obtained at C-3 for the respondents in the third nationa
sanple. The present definition of Variable 3 serves three possible
analytic goals: a) panel analyses involving the first national sanple
only, b) pooling of cases fromthe first and third national sanples to
increase the sanple size of the Fall pre-election sample, and c) assess-
ment of panel contamination resulting from conparing the answers given
by the panel respondents at P-3 time (Septenber) to the answers given at
C-3 by respondents in the first half of the third national sanple who
were adninistered the identical question also during Septenber. C3 data
from Variable 1 were duplicated in Variable 3 [(Q3) notation in box] to
neet these analytic goals. As with Variable 2, blanks in the colum for
Variable 3 indicate that the variable record location in the data file
is padded with the flagged (@ 'nissing data' value for the second nationa
sanpl e.

Finally, Variable 4 stores the post-el ection measurenent (P-4/C 4/C 3po)
of ITEM1 for the three national sanples. Note that in this case and unlike
the situation for Variable 1, the observations across sanples occurred at
conparabl e tine periods. However, the administration methods differed

(personal vs. telephone)

A box like this one would indicate that the question was asked
once of each national sanple. National sanple #1 was admi nis-
tered the question in June, 1980 (P2); national sanple #2 was
asked the same question in April, 1980 (d); national sanple
#3 received the question during Septenber-Cctober, 1980. Note
that the question was first admnistered in April (d), fol-

| owed by the June administration (P2), and then the Septenber-
Cctober administration (G). The order of the sanples in the
box (P2, followed by C andthen C3) does not correspond to
the temporal sequence for the question admnistration. This
is true for the rest of the codebook as well--you have to | ook
atthe study designation inside each box to recover the tem
poral sequence of question admi nistration.

WAYS TO SI MPLIFY THE USE OF THE FILE. Bear in mind that there are ways in
which the use of the file may be sinplified depending on the objectives of
your anal yses.

If you are planning to do panel analyses involving only the first
national sanple (P-1/P-2/P-3/P-4), you need not work with the entire
array of cases in the Integrated File and retrieve constantly the
sanple you happen to be interested in, You would want to retrieve
once fromthe Integrated File all of the cases for the first nationa
sample, and wite these cases to your own tape or disk file. There-
after; you would use only the first row in the docunentation box
associated with each ITEMto access the variables in the new file
you have generated,

You may feel that the Integrated File is error-prone for you because
among other things, you may forget to retrieve the appropriate sanples
whil e nonitoring aggregate change of variables over time and across
sanples. To avoid this problem you could always produce three
separate files from the Integrated File, Sinple retrieve each of the
national sanples individually and produce three new files that contain

one and only one type of sanple per file. As you work with the new
files, you would use the first, second, or third row of the ITEM
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docunent ation box, depending on which of your new sanple files
you were using.

Finally, an individual dataset exists for the 1980 pre-post
C-3/C-3po) presidential election study, extending the traditional
time-series of Anerican election studies. |If you are only in-
terested in that study for teaching or research purposes, you
need not work with the Integrated File, but should use instead
the 1980 Traditional Tinme Series dataset which has a sinpler
structure.

Variable 3 contains data for P2, variable 4 contains data for P3 and C3, and
variable 5 contains data for P4, C4 and C3PO for Item 1.

This Index docunents the Item Nunber, associated variable nunbers, and the
description of the contents of the Item To determ ne which sanple waves are
contained in the variables associated with a particular Item the user shoul d
refer to the body of the codebook or to the Gsiris Dictionary listing, where
the variabl e nane indicates the sanple waves included.

The Index is organi zed by substantive topics to provide a quick reference
to the questions of interest. The substantive classification scheme is
summarized in the Table of Contents; the Itens included under a topic of
interest are detailed in the body of the Index on the pages indicated.

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METHODOLOGICAL NOTE ON USE OF ‘CANDIDATE CARD’

In PI, Cl and P2, respondents were handed a card (Candidate card) and
were asked to indicate their degree of familiarity vith each of the names
in the list. The list included political figures vho had been active candi-
dates in the 1980 presidential primary period, or had been talked about as
possible party nominees in the Fall. The respondent rated each candidate
name by assigning either a ‘1,” a ‘0’ or no marking to the name. A ‘0’
rating indicated that the respondent had never before heard about the
candidate; a ‘1’ indicated that R felt he/she didn’'t know much about the
candidate, although the name was not entirely unfamiliar; and. if R made
no markings by the name, this indicated some knowledge about the candidate
on the part of the respondent.

The interviewer was instructed to refer to R’s ratings on the candidate
card in order to screen out (skip) from administration subsequent questions
in PI, Cl and P2 that dealt with candidates to whom R had assigned a ‘O’ or
‘1" rating (little or no familiarity). The sections thus affected with
selective screening were: candidate feeling thermometers (Items 195-206),
candidate placement on Liberal-Conservative scale (ltems 452-459, 461) and
on the various 7-point Issue scales, and in-depth candidate evaluations
using the affect and presidential traits batteries (ltems 227-233, 237-243,
247-253, 257-263, 288-323).

In P3 and C3, the same candidate list vas presented to the respondents
for ratings (‘O," ‘1’ or no marking). In these two studies, hovever, the
interviewer vas instructed not to skip any later questions about specific
candidates, but to ask instead all of the candidate questions even though
the respondent may have had indicated earlier lack of familiarity with any
one of the candidates on the list. This decision for the two Fall studies
vas intended to preserve data comparability with previous studies in the
national elections time series in which candidate familiarity screens had
never been used.

In preserving comparability with the time series studies, the data
comparability of C3 and P3 for certain candidate ITEMs included in the
earlier 1980 studies was jeopardized. Therefore, C3 data for these ITEMs
will be presented In two manners: (a) the way the data were originally
gathered, without ® craening for candidate familiarity, and (b) the way the
data appear if candidate screens had been used as in P1, Cl and P2. The
latter data, reflecting ex post facto screening, are designated by the 'C3*
notation In the variable documentation box of the affected ITEMs. The P3
data have been left unmodified, to match with the corresponding original
C3 data gathered under comparable rules and stored under the same variable
number.

TYPE OF PRE-ELECTION SAMPLE (SUBSET OCDE)

The C3 sanple selections were subdivided into four national subsets to
be interviewed during the nonths of Septenber and Cctober in the form of
four sequential admnistration periods spanning two weeks each. This
feature in the sanple design is intended to pernit continuous nonitoring
of the electorate throughout the early and late stages of the canpaign.
The national subsets were intentionally constructed of unequal size,
with the largest tvoreserved for the month of Cctober.

The adninistration periods for subsets A and B in the C3 study over-
lapped with the admnistration dates of the first and second halves
of the P3 study, respectively. This enables the pyranding

of P3 and C3 interviews obtained during the nonth of Septenber.

Mst of the C3 interviews were successfully conpleted within their
targeted time frame. Late interviews were generally conpleted during
the veek immediately following the targeted period, the so-called
"grace period.' Some interviews, however, were conpleted later than
this for a variety of reasons which included the respondent's unavaila-
bility and admnistrative conplications in the field operations.

Two primary areas, CA29 and TX03, are special problens. Mdway during
the adnministration of the post-election survey, the Field Ofice veri-
fied that all of the C3 interviews in these two areas had been
fabricated by the local interviewer. To recover event-insensitive
data from the pre-election questionnaire, including denmographic data,
the legitimate respondents were adnministered a shortened wversion of
the pre-election questionnaire at the time of the post-election admn-
istration.

Results of Vote Validation

The registration status and electoral participation in the
1980 general. and primary elections was checked for all 1980
survey respondents in the Vote Validation Study. To
accomplish this task, interviewers visited electoral offices
throughout the nation and inspected official records
available to the public.

The respondent”s self reported registrat ion address
determined the electoral office at which the check was
conducted for that person. The registration address was
obtained from the respondents at the time of the
post-election surveys (P4/C4/C3P0). Respondents who did not
participate in these surveys were validated at their most
recent address (movers) and at their original sample address
(movers and non-movers), recognizing that in some cases the
address used for validation may not be the one at which the
respondent is actually registered. However, failure to
participate in the post- election surveys made it impossible
for us to secure the registration address directly from the
respondent. The sample address was also used to validate
respondents who said they were not registered.

A number of problems typicaly arise in the course of
validation. The categories below identify the reasons why
validation could not be completed for a number of the
respondents. Categories that bear an asterisk identify
situations in which self-reported data on registration and
vote should be used since the project could not or did not
validate the information provided by the respondent.

Category 1 below corresponds to the ‘Yes, did vote* coding
category of past validation studies conducted in 1976 and
1978. The counterpart ‘No, did not vote' category of past
validation studies as well as ‘missing data’ code
specifications are reproduced by aggregating codes 2-9, 0
below in combinations which are unique to each of the past
validation studies. Care must be exercised by the user if
comparability is required in this respect.

1. Registration record found; respondent validated as
VOTING in the 1980 general elections (including respondents
validated as voting in states with election day registration
practices).

2. Registration record found; respondent validated as



NOT VOTING in the 1980 general elections.

address. These conditions affect panel respondents who
moved outside of the original sampling areas as well as
those respondents who, although Interviewed in sampling
areas, report to be registered outside of these areas.

*7. Project unable to validate registration or electoral
participation in 1980 because of insufficient or incomplete
respondent’s address. Typically the problem arises with
respondents giving a PO Box or Rural Route as their address
of residence. Also included here are situations in which
the recontact address and not the sample address was used
for validation.

*8. Project unable to validate registration or electoral
participation in 1980 because the respondent refused to give
name to interviewer, or because the name was that of the
spouse (e.g., Mrs. John Doe instead of Mary Doe.)

*9., Respondent found registered at a different address
("NAME NOT AT ADDRESS”) - electoral participation NOT
checked per skip pattern in Vote Validation Individual Voter
Form.
